1) Unzip the KarrHW3.zip to a new directory in your root C:\ called ISM_6236

2) ISM_6236 should contain a folder called HW3.  The HW3 folder should contain the following files:
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3) You need to make sure that the CLASSPATH, J2EE_HOME, and J2EE_PATH are set to the correct path for your specific machine.  (My CLASSPATH is not the same as used in class.)
4) If you are using the precompiled and pre-deployed version, follow steps 5 – 9.  Otherwise, see “Redeployment Directions.”
5) Run ( start.bat, wait for J2EE start up to complete
6) Run ( StartDeployTool.bat

7) Highlight MortgageCalculator.  Choose Tools ( Deploy ( Finish

8) After the deployment has completed, go to http://localhost:8000/MortgageRoot/KarrHW3.html
9) The application should be running and ready to test.
